Attached please find a letter from Mrs. Anne Mabry, 320 Myrtle Lane, in regard to parking along Woodland Avenue adjacent to the Bedford Avenue Park.

Town staff has been working to establish “limited” parking in this area over the past 6 – 12 months.  Based on Mrs. Mabry’s letter and her suggestion, we will review the location and erect a “No Parking” sign.

In addition, I have alerted Chief Hamilton regarding Mrs. Mabry’s concerns about patrol in this area.

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In regard to the Bedford Ave./Myrtle Ln. park, | hope the following
suggestion is in the near future. After almost a year of use with the railroad ties
and parking alternative, I've seen what should work the best for everyone. The
new set-up has not prevented an overload of parked cars. At times there have
been up to 10 in various areas of the alley. The most simple and least expensive
suggestion would be to have “no parking” signs in the new grassy area to the right
of the railroad ties. (the area where there is still straw from new grass seed) No
more than three cars parked parallel in the allocated spaces is certainly workable.
When cars are parked there, I've frequently thanked those who parked correctly
and also asked others to park the right way. | was concerned with backing out of
my driveway in the dark with parked cars behind me, but cars should not be there
after dusk.

Parking on Bedford Ave. in front of the park is not a safe solution. It's
impossible to see oncoming traffic to the left for those exiting Myrtle Ln. Excess
cars could park on Myrtle Ln. if needed.

I would also like to ask the police department to monitor the alley on a
regular basis---at dusk, dark, and when a large number of players are on the
basketball court. We have never had vandalism or theft at our home in 11 years,
but when cars are parked at dark or when more people are in their cars rather
than playing ball, I'm concerned. | have called the non-emergency number
numerous times for cars parked at night and the patrol car has come, but
sometimes it’s after the fact. Please include the alley as part of the regular patrol
route.

Thank you for your time, work, and effort in this matter. | am certainly an
understandable person and hope these suggestions help. Please contact me if
you have questions/concerns as to how and when the park is used and if | can
help in any way. The park is an attraction and special place for our family and we
greatly appreciate all you do.
