7. Special Items or Recognition

a. FY2010 Audit Presentation

Mrs. Susan Chapman, Brown Edwards & Co. LLC gave Council a brief presentation regarding the FY2010 Financial Report.  Mrs. Chapman stated she has worked with staff the past four years on the Town’s audits.  She stated the Town had an unqualified opinion which is the best that can be received.  She felt the Town had weathered the economic meltdown that crossed the Commonwealth.  She pointed out the Water/Sewer Fund is not sufficiently supporting itself.  A goal of the Town should be for this to be a self supporting fund.  

Mr. Coleman stated the Finance Committee spent time reviewing some issues with Mrs. Chapman but did not feel there was any matter of significance.  

Mr. Coggsdale thanked Mrs. Chapman and the staff for a well done job.

b. Employee Service Recognitions

Mr. Coggsdale recognized Mr. Andy Wyatt, Waste Water Treatment Plant, for 20 years of service, and Mr. Lynn David, Public Works Department, for 15 years of service to the Town.

	Mayor Burgess welcomed Mr. Stan Goldsmith, Campbell County Board of 	Supervisors, Altavista area representative.

8. Public Hearing

a. Utility Rates

	Mayor Burgess advised the purpose of this public hearing is to receive comment 	on the proposed utility rates increase.  Mayor Burgess asked the Town Manager if 	this hearing has been properly advertised.  Mr. Coggsdale answered affirmatively.

	Mr. Coggsdale advised the Town’s Utility Committee has been discussing utility 	rates for several months and made a presentation to the full Council at a work 	session on August 24th.  Council will conduct a public hearing on the proposed 	utility rate increases for Fiscal Year 2012 (July 1, 2011 – June 30, 2012).

	The basis of the utility rate review focused on assessment of adequate revenue so 	that each utility is sufficient to meet the operational and capital expenses.  The 	FY2011 Enterprise Budget totals $3,212,800, with a transfer in from the General 	Fund of $427,100 and a transfer in from the Enterprise CIP Designated Reserves 	of $401,600.   It is Town’s goal to create a Financial Policy for a Sustainable 	Utility Operation through eliminating a transfer in from the General Fund 	beginning in FY2012, reducing Enterprise CIP Reserve Transfer In (FY2012 and 	FY2013 - $200,000 and FY2014, FY2015 & FY2016 - $100,000), Labor/Benefits 	and Operation/Maintenance expenses adjusted 4% annually, inclusion of new debt 	service in FY2014, and no new growth in Annual Rate Revenue beyond the rate 	increases.  Based on these assumptions, the Utility Committee reviewed several 	different rate scenarios that covered a five year period.  The Utility	Committee 	submitted a plan to Council utilizing an approximate annual increase of 7% each 	year.  Based on this proposal, the water and sewer rates would increase annually.  

	Mr. Coggsdale stated the public hearing focuses on the rates proposed for 	FY2012 with an effective date of July 1, 2011.  The proposal would increase the 	water usage rates per 1000/gallons from $1.71 to $1.83 for residential and small 	businesses and from $1.68 to $1.80 for industrial users.  The proposal would 	increase the sewer rates per 1,000/gallons from $2.40 to $2.57 for residential and 	small businesses and from $2.46 to $2.63 for industrial users.  The proposed 	utility rate increases would be the first since July 2007.   

	Mr. Coggsdale stated the remaining four years of the proposed plan set a course 	as to what residents/businesses and industries may expect in the coming years as 	the Town seeks to accomplish the assumptions mentioned.  The Town will 	continue to explore ways to reduce expenses and improve efficiencies in the 	Utility System.   Each year the Town will review the assumptions and conditions 	and update the five year plan.

	Mr. Coggsdale stated it is the Town’s goal to create a Financial Policy for a 	Sustainable Utility Operation through providing adequate revenue to sustain 	provisions of a high quality, reliable, and efficient municipal water supply and 	wastewater treatment operation to meet the current and projected needs 	throughout our service area.  To keep necessary rate changes affordable to our 	customers. Keep rates in line with comparable Virginia municipalities.  Maintain 	the net worth of the system through on-going replacements and capital outlays. 	Uphold obligations to bond holders and keep debt level reasonable and sustain a 	high financial rating.

	Mayor Burgess advised no action would be taken at this meeting.  After input is 	received from the public, the committee will review the issue again.  

	Mayor Burgess opened the public hearing at 7:13 p.m.

	Mr. Timothy Thacker, 101 Forest Street Extension, came forward and addressed 	Council.   Mr. Thacker stated he has been talking with the elderly citizens of the 	Town and they are concerned.  Many of these citizens feel their opinions don’t 	matter.   Mr. Thacker felt there was a communication problem between Council 	and the Town’s people.  Many folks on fixed incomes are concerned about the 	rate increase.  Mr. Thacker mentioned the Town is in surplus standing at this time 	with reserves.  He could understand the increase of rates if the Town was in need 	of the funds.   

	Mayor Burgess asked if anyone else would like to speak in regards to the utility 	rate increases.  No one came forward.

	Mayor Burgess closed the public hearing at 7:18 p.m.

	Mayor Burgess stated several have expressed concerns and Council will consider 	these concerns.

Mr. Witt advised the Finance Committee no one has applied for the leftover funds of $4,490.80.  

Mr. Coleman stated it is the recommendation of the Finance Committee that these funds be allotted to Vital Edge Nutritional Store.

Drawings from Frazier and Associates have been received and bids have also   		  been received.  They would like to approach the owners with some grant funding.

Worker’s Comp Coverage – APD Auxiliary Officers

Mr. Coleman advised of a resolution for consideration regarding inclusion of the auxiliary officers on the worker’s compensation coverage. The cost per officer will be approximately $455 annually.  There would be no more than four auxiliary officers hired this year.

	Mr. Higginbotham questioned the consequences of not having the coverage for 	the officers.

	Chief Hamilton stated the Town of Altavista could be held liable for any type of 	medical expenses or if they should have to retire from their present jobs, the 	Town could be liable in that manner.  With worker’s comp, they take care of any 	on duty injuries up to 10 years.  

	Mr. Allen stated any employee has to be covered by Worker’s Compensation.

	Mr. Higginbotham questioned if the auxiliary officers would be classified as 	employees of the Town.

	Mr. Allen felt the Town would be at risk should something happen while the 	auxiliary police are out performing voluntary work for the Town.

	 Mr. Mattox advised the APD requests the Town consider the feasibility of 	implementing a K-9 (dog) unit, primarily dealing with narcotics.  This would 	require a dog, appropriate transportation and other necessary items for a K-9 Unit.  	Mr. Mattox stated an officer coming on board to the department is currently trained 	as a K-9 handler.  Mr. Mattox stated the Police Committee recommends that 	this be considered.   A budgeted amount may be needed if the unit is deemed 	feasible.

	Chief Hamilton advised Council the new hire is Anthony Scott Earhart with 12 	years experience as a police officer.  Chief Hamilton mentioned the K-9 is three 	years old and is narcotics experienced.  The Town of Brookneal is writing a letter 	to the USDA relinquishing their rights to the K-9.  He stated hiring an officer and 	K-9 with experience will be a great benefit to the department.   Additional expense 	to the department will be approximately $1,000 annually.

	Mr. Coggsdale advised the Town previously agreed to purchase 26.94 acres from 	M&W Land Company, LLC contingent upon certain criteria, with the main one 	being satisfactory results of an Environmental Site Assessment (ESA).  Following 	the initial Phase I assessment, both parties agreed to a follow up Phase II 	assessment.

	Over the past few months, the town has received information from Draper Aden 	and Virginia DEQ in regard to this property.  Mr. Mike Lawless with Draper 	Aden presented the findings of the Phase II Environmental Site Assessment at the 	July 2010 meeting.

	Mr. Meade Anderson of VDEQ has issued a letter in regard to the Town being a 	Bona Fide Prospective Purchaser (BFPP) of the subject property.  Ms. Karen 	Weber, Draper Aden, has reviewed and offered comments in regard to the BFPP.  	Mr. Coggsdale presented this information for Council’s review.  He also 	presented a memorandum that addresses the PCB clean up guideline information 	that was requested by Council at the July meeting.  The current samples highest 	concentration level (0.219 ppm) appears to 	be well below the (1 ppm) threshold. 

	Mr. Mattox requested a work session to review the information as presented.  

b. Library Roof RFP
	
	Mr. Coggsdale advised staff has been working to develop a 	“Request for 	Proposals” (RFP) that would accommodate the wishes of Council to get input as 	to the best solutions for the leaking Staunton River Memorial Library Roof.  	He presented Council with the finished “draft” RFP for their consideration.

	The document requests that firms provide their solutions for the leaking library 	roof, considering both repair and/or replacement.  Once the decision is made that 	the firm’s process is a viable option, the cost estimates will be opened (these will 	be included with the original RFP submittal).  If a firm’s solution does not meet 	the standards for developing a solution, then the firm’s cost estimate will not be 	considered.

	Mr. Coggsdale mentioned this is a new format in regard to procuring such 	services but feels it addresses the guidelines set forth by the Town 	Council.

11. New Business

a. Project 2-Storm Water Easement

	Mr. Coggsdale advised following last month’s Council meeting, Town staff met 	with Mr. Brice Mattox to discuss the storm water project that is being installed 	behind his car wash along English Alley.  Wiley/Wilson was asked to review the 	property lines to determine if there was encroachment on Mr. Brice Mattox’s 	property, which they concluded was the case.

	Mr. Tim Wagner with Wiley/Wilson has been working with Mr. Brice Mattox in 	regard 	to an easement for the project.  Knowing that work is proposed on Mr. 	Brice Mattox’s property in a future project (Project 5), Wiley/Wilson 	suggested that rather than excavate and replace the line across the car wash 	lot, the utilization of trenchless technology to line the pipe could be a trade 	off for the easement needed at this time.  The proposed trenchless lining of the 	pipe would greatly reduce the impact that the future project would have on 	the car wash property.

	Mr. Wagner addressed Council apologizing for the error; stating they were 	working off of the wrong line.  Mr. Wagner said they have since met with Mr. 	Brice Mattox, apologized to him and presented him with a draft easement for his   	consideration.  Mr. Wagner mentioned he would be meeting with Mr. Brice 	Mattox on October 13, 2010 to discuss the easement.  Any cost associated with 	the easement will be at Wiley/Wilson’s expense.

	Mayor Burgess questioned if the creek backs up in that area, will it create a 	problem.

	Mr. Wagner stated that is a possibility at very high levels.  Mr. Wagner advised 	this project is a good candidate for utilizing trenchless technology for lining the 	subject pipe.  

	Mayor Burgess expressed concern with the bypass pumping.

	Mr. Tomlin stated the bypass pumping would not be a problem and advised of the 	capabilities. 

	Mr. Higginbotham questioned what if there is the need for a 24” pipe.

	Mr. Tomlin stated the ability to increase to a larger pipe size during the 	trenchless process is possible.  

	It is the consensus of Council to allow Mr. Wagner to offer the trenchless lining 	for this section of pipe across the car wash property to Mr. Brice Mattox.

	WHEREAS, the Council of the Town of Altavista, Virginia, represents the citizens of the Altavista , Virginia;

	WHEREAS, the Council of the Town of Altavista, Virginia, believes the citizens of the Altavista remain concerned over what are perceived to be predatory, usurious lending practices in the Town and elsewhere in the Commonwealth, including practices that can exploit dedicated, brave women and men called to serve in the United States armed services;

	WHEREAS, the Council of the Town of Altavista, Virginia, shares these continuing concerns and intends through this Resolution to express the collective sentiments and will of Staunton citizens that the General Assembly and Governor of Virginia need to take action to prohibit all predatory, usurious lending practices; and

	WHEREAS, it is essential that the General Assembly and the Governor of Virginia address this matter as a high priority at the next legislative session, leading to enactment of laws strictly prohibiting and deterring all predatory, usurious lending practices in the Commonwealth of Virginia.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the Town of Altavista, Virginia that, at the next legislative session, the General Assembly and the Governor of the Commonwealth of Virginia are hereby requested to enact laws strictly prohibiting and deterring all predatory, usurious lending practices, including but not limited to provisions that would:

1. Impose an interest rate cap of thirty-six percent (36%), calculated as an effective annual percentage rate including all fees or charges of any kind,  for any consumer credit extended in the Commonwealth of Virginia;

2. Prohibit a creditor’s use of a personal check or other device as a means, directly or indirectly, to gain access to a consumer’s bank account; and


3. Incorporate into the Virginia Code the protections regarding consumer credit to military personnel as reflected in the Military Lending Act, 10 United States Code Section 987.
