Major Crimes Statistics (Combining Crimes Against Persons & Property Crimes = Major Crimes)
Month of October 2010, the Town of Altavista Community experienced 44 incidents or 131.6% increase in Major Crimes compared to 19 incidents last year during the same time duration. 
Year to date, the Town of Altavista Community experienced 203 incidents or a 1.5% increase in Major Crimes compared 200 incidents last year during the same time duration.
The above statistics depict “Thefts from Motor Vehicles” and “All Other Larcenies” as the most frequent occurrence of criminal activity the Town of Altavista is experiencing. Most “Thefts from Motor Vehicles occurred in the South Sector.  Units conducted Directed Patrol in the area and were instructed to compile Field Interview Reports on all suspicious subjects observed in the area. 
Motor Vehicle Thefts are down -57% (from 7 incidents to 3 incidents) compared to last year during the same time period and Burglaries are down -29.4% (from 17 incidents to 12 incidents) compared to last year incidents.
Vandalisms/ Property Damage complaints are down -18.6% (from 43 incidents to 35 incidents) compared to last year during the same time period.

The Altavista Police Department was dispatched to 351 Calls for Service or a 1.4% decrease compared to 356 C.F.S. last year during the same time duration.

PERSONNEL TRAINING

Two hundred thirty-six (236) hours of training were afforded to police personnel during the month of October, 2010. Blocks of instruction pertained to the 
following training subjects: Child Abuse Investigations, Firearms, Forensic Academy, Online In-Service, and Search Warrants. 
WHAT’S NEW

Sergeant Rigney is currently attending the Forensics Academy in Richmond and will graduate on 12 November 2010. 
Detective Penn attended the ChildFirst Virginia child abuse course in Roanoke. The course is designed to enable the investigator to effectively interview children that have been victims of crime. 
COMMUNITY CRIME MEETING & PUBLIC SAFETY DAY
The Altavista Police Department successfully hosted its first annual Community Crime Meeting and Public Safety Day on October, 23, 2010. The Community Crime Meeting was conducted between 0800 hrs. – 1200 hrs, at the Booker Building. One hundred nineteen people attended the Community Crime Meeting. A Citizen Satisfaction Survey was facilitated by officers of the police department with citizens representing each of the four sectors of Town. We received sixty-six completed surveys from the participants. 
Action Plans were completed which identified citizen concerns in their respective sectors  and what action needed to be taken to address and resolve these issues. 

Members of the Police Department and Key Citizens will maintain contact with one another and monitor the results of the Action Plan for three months to determine success or failure. Please see attachment titled Survey Results.
The Altavista Police Department’s first Public Safety Day at English Park was successful. We had surrounding Federal, State, and Local Law Enforcement Personnel along with other Public Safety Personnel showing their equipment and answering citizen’s questions.  We had  two live bands, children’s rides, refreshments and Arts & Crafts Booths.
We made several positive contacts with the community during this event.
